Pooled Trusts in Michigan
Pooled Trusts Offered by Non-Profit Organizations
The federal Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act of 1993 created a type of exempt pay-back trust in the form of a pooled trust that can be created by a non-profit organization or a non-profit association. Pooled trusts are unique because they are available to disabled persons over the age of 65 as well as younger disabled people. A pooled trust may be established by a parent, grandparent, guardian, court, or by the disabled individual himself or herself. While each disabled beneficiary of the pooled trust has his or her own sub-trust, the funds of the various sub-trusts are allowed to be pooled for investment and management purposes. Funds are used for allowable medical and quality of life purchases without disqualifying individuals for benefits like Medicaid and SSI.  
There are a number and variety of pooled trusts offered in Michigan. This is a list of pooled trusts available in Michigan and not an endorsement or a recommendation of any particular pooled trust.  This list may not be exhaustive.  As with any investment or purchase, research the option that will best meet your needs.
